     To get to the range, take the Chico Way 
exit from SR3. Turn onto Chico Way NW, 
(turn left if coming from the south; right if 
coming from the north). Take a right onto 
North Lake Way NW (0.55 miles), then 
take a slight right onto Seabeck Hwy NW 
(0.35 miles). The KRRC range is about 
2.55 miles on the right (4900 Seabeck Hwy 
NW, Bremerton WA). 
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     Since 1926, the Kitsap Rifle & Revolver 
Club (a nonprofit organization) has        
provided competition shooting, hunter 
safety education and firearms safety    
training programs for home and personal 
protection. KRRC promotes the safe     
handling and proper care of firearms and  
improved marksmanship for recreational 
use and personal protection.  
     With safety a prime concern (safety 
rules are strictly enforced), shooting sports  
are an excellent form of family recreation. 
Under proper adult supervision, youngsters 
learn to respect firearms, as well as gain 
self-confidence and learn the importance of 
good citizenship as they become more  
proficient at safely handling firearms. 
     KRRC's range is an enjoyable place to 
shoot. Sheltered benches are available for 
rifle shooters to sight in hunting rifles up to 
200 yards and a separate pistol line is also 
available.  
     Members are welcome to practice their 
marksmanship outdoors on any day,  
with the exception of scheduled           
competitions and range improvement days.      
     KRRC encourages honesty, good     
fellowship, self-discipline, self-reliance and 
team play, which are the essentials of good 
sportsmanship and the foundation of true 
patriotism.

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     The range is open to members everyday from 7am to 
10pm.  Members are given a combination to the gate and 
are welcome to shoot any time during our regular hours.   

     The range will, in rare instances, be temporarily closed 
for special events and the range is also closed on the    
afternoon of the third Friday of the month to set up for 
IPSC tournaments which fall on the third Saturday of the 
month.  The Range is also occasionally closed for range           
maintenance work.  Range closures are posted on the 
club website, on the gate and in the answering machine       
message. 

     The club is in the process of opening its facilities to the 
public during limited hours; however the specific dates and 
times for this are still in development.�
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     The Fun Steel Shoot pistol match 

happens the second Saturday of 

every month at 9am.  The friendly, 

competition-style event is great for 

novices and experts alike. If you have 

wanted to take your spouse or kids 

out to the range, this is the event to 

come to.  
     Unlike other Action Pistol events, 

FUN STEEL is low-pressure, but has 

lots of excitement so the whole family 

will enjoy it. Range Officers are      

always on-hand to give new shooters 

a safety briefing, insure shooters   

understand and practice proper gun 

safety, and then stand alongside of 

them to guide them when they shoot 

the stages. It’s guaranteed fun and a 

great stress-reducer! This event is 

also open to nonmembers. 
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     Action shooting is exciting and challenging, as well 
as being one of the fastest growing shooting sports in 
the United States. Courses of fire utilize many aspects 
not found in other disciplines, such as movement by the 
shooter, drawing from the holster, moving targets,   
multiple targets and freedom for the shooter to solve 
the problems presented by the match design. 
     The matches utilize a basis of application in the  
defensive use of a firearm. The appeal of the sport lies 
in the diversity of the courses of fire available to the 
shooter. By offering many courses of fire, rather than a 
limited number, Action Shooting continues to challenge 
the competitors and improve their skills in many areas. 
There's always something new and different to       
challenge this sport's enthusiasts. 
     Action Shooting practice is held every Thursday at 
5pm with a monthly tournament held the third Saturday 
of each month. 
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     Bullseye Shooting, the granddaddy of all popular handgun   
competitions, is a one-handed test of pistol marksmanship. The 
KRRC league practices weekly, meeting every Wednesday at 5pm 
to hone their skills.   
     Three major Bullseye Tournaments are held each summer, 
drawing some of the best competitors in Washington State and  
beyond.  New shooters are always welcome. Check the calendar 
and plan to attend a match or a practice session and find out if this 
sport will get your competitive juices flowing!  
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     The annual Friends of NRA banquet, sponsored by KRRC, has 
raised thousands of dollars in support of local organizations that  
promote education in firearm safety and marksmanship, and    
shooting range development.  
     Our most recent banquet and auction held last May raised over 
$12,000 which is used by the NRA Foundation for grants for state 
and national programs.  During the previous year, the NRA       
Foundation awarded over 60 grants worth $135,000 to Washington 
State clubs and organizations.  Mark your calendar and plan to    
attend next year's Friends of NRA banquet on May 22, 2004.  
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     The Courage Classic is an annual 
friendly competition between local law 
enforcement agencies and other  
competitive shooters, in which the 
proceeds are donated to local     
charities.  
     The competition involves         
demonstrating skills in the use of 
handguns, rifles and shotguns, and 
includes simulated scenarios and  
obstacles that law enforcement      
personnel may encounter on the job. 
     This years’ tournament will be held 
on October 18th and will be our 10th     
annual competition.  Last year’s   
competition raised $740 for local 
charities.  Spectators are encouraged 
to attend. 
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KRRC Juniors—An Excellent Skill 
Builder 
     

     KRRC Juniors is a .22 caliber and air rifle shooting 
club comprised of kids with adult coaches who share an 
interest in serious competition and Olympic-style rifle 
shooting.  This is the style of shooting done in the  
Olympic Games and the type of shooting done at      
college-level NCAA competitions. 

     KRRC Juniors, based in Kingston, participate in an 
NRA qualification course in four positions (prone,   
standing, kneeling and sitting) in which they can earn 
the NRA’s highest Junior rifle award, the Distinguished 
Expert Award. 

     KRRC Juniors shoot bullseye targets on the indoor 
range from October through April.  From May through 
September, KRRC Juniors move to the 50-yard outdoor 
range for training and competition events. 

     This program not only teaches youngsters safe gun 
handling and shooting skills, it instills in them confidence 
and the ability to develop, and reach, goals in their sport 
and in their future. 
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Hunter Safety Courses Offered 
Annually 
      

     Each summer and fall, KRRC hosts Hunter 
Safety Courses that teach participants not only 
safe rifle and shotgun handling skills but also 
how to protect themselves while participating in 
one of Washington State’s most popular past 
times—hunting. 

     Children and adults are given professional 
instruction in this evening-long course, and 
taught the basics of safe shooting in a         
wilderness setting. 

     This course also meets the Washington 
State requirement for youths under the age of 
18 to receive a hunting license. 

     Class information is posted on our website 
at www.gunsafety.org or you can call the club 
at 373-1007 for more information. 
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  Each fall, the KRRC offers its very       
popular “Hunter Sight-In” weekends during 
which hunters (both club members and              

non-members) can sight in their rifles,     
shotguns and handguns so they will be 
ready for hunting season.  This greatly     
improves accuracy in the field.      This season’s Hunter Sight-In weekends 

are scheduled for September 27 and 28 and 
October 4 and 5 and the cost is $5 per gun. 
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     Club members Don and Patty Perry offer the     
nationally recognized ‘Refuse to be a Victim’ classes 
at KRRC.  This class is chock full of information on 
crime prevention and personal protection strategies. 

     Offered on an as-needed basis, interested         
participants can sign up by emailing 
info@gunsafety.org.   
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     Offered on a rotating basis throughout the year, certified range officers teach two very important classes at 
KRRC.  The first, Practical Handgun 1 teaches novices and experienced shooters alike the proper care,    
maintenance and use of handguns.  A week of classroom time culminates in a day of target practice at the 
range.  This class in invaluable to anyone who owns a handgun as it teaches a variety of skills to make gun 
ownership and gun use much safer.  For more advanced study, we also offer Practical Handgun 2 classes.  

     Another popular class, basic reloading, is offered at varying times throughout the year and teaches partici-
pants how to reload their own ammunition.  For people who enjoy shooting on a regular basis, reloading your 
own ammunition can save you a lot of money.
