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In this, part three of four articles focusing on the firearms used in Action Shooting, you will learn about the
pistol category.

As usual, all firearms used in 3-Gun matches must be safe and serviceable, as determined by the Range
Officers. They are subject to inspection at any time and will be withdrawn from the match if deemed unsafe. A
good basic criterion for a competition firearm is that it is accurate and reliable. Such guns are normally also
safe.

Pistol

For the pistol stages of a 3-Gun match, the competitor must use a centerfire pistol that is at least .38 Special
(revolver) or 9mm (semi-auto) in caliber. The gun/ammunition combination must achieve a power factor of at
least 125.

The higher capacity and ability to support much faster reloads makes semi-automatic pistols the preference
of most competitors. The most popular pistols used at the 3-Gun matches include the venerable Government
model (made by Colt, Springfield Armory, and others). Glocks and a variety of pistols manufactured by Berretta,
Smith & Wesson, Ruger, etc. are also seen regularly.

Pistol Power Factor

For scoring, competitors are divided into two groups: Major and Minor power factors. The power factor of a
pistol and its ammunition is determined by the bullet weight (in grains) and its velocity (in feet per second) when
fired from the competitor® weapon. Competitors shooting Minor power factors receive lesser scores for all but
A-zone hits on the IPSC targets. Steel targets are all scored the same, regardless of the power factor of the
weapon firing. However, in some cases, the higher power factor helps the poppers to fall faster and thereby
give Major loads a time advantage, even if just slight.

The power factor for a competitor® pistol is determined by using a scale to weigh the bullet and a chronograph
to measure its fired velocity. These measured values are plugged into the following equation to determine the
power factor:

Bullet Weight (in grains) x Velocity (in fps)
PowerFactor = - - -------------------- oo
1000

For pistols, all ammunition must make a minimum power factor of 125 to be used in competition. Ammunition
with a power factor between 125 and 165 is considered Minor, while power factors of 165 and above are
considered Major. Some examples of common pistol ammunition used in 3-Gun competition include:

Typical Pistol Power Factors

Bullet Velocity Power
Caliber Typically Used In Weight (fps) Factor Category
45 1911, Glock 230 800 184 Major
40/.45  [1911, Glock 200 900 180 Major
9mm Glock, Smith, etc. 124 1050 130 Minor
9mm Glock, Smith, etc. 147 1000 147 Minor

Under USPSA rules, a 9x19 (9mm Parabelum) may now be loaded to make major.
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There has been a lot happening
since the last Range Report. We
have wrapped up another very
successful stint at the Kitsap
County Fair (Thank you Mary and
all), followed by the most profitable
Family Fun Day we have ever had.
Dozens of new members,
associate members and students
are the result of a lot of hard work
from all the club volunteers. The
overwhelming comment was that
everyone was extremely
knowledgeable, kind and helpful. It
will be our membership that will
make the difference in whether or
not KRRC continues to exist and
thrive.

We now have a Range Officer
on duty Tuesday though Friday
from 11lam until 7pm and on
Saturday from 8am till 4pm. Come
on out and make the club your
social meeting place. Our Range
Officers are there to help and most
are certified marksmanship
instructors and/or gunsmiths and
have a servant’s heart. Coffee and
snacks are available with a TV-
VCR in the club house and a good
selection of video tapes. Make the
club the place to get together with
several of your friends to use the
range, relax and fellowship. (And
you don'’t have to open the gate!)

Early this year we started the
process to apply for a construction
grant from the Interagency
Department of Outdoor Recreation
(IAC). Many do not realize that $3
from every Concealed Pistol
License (CPL) goes into a State
fund for the construction and
improvement of ranges. The
purpose of our current application
is to turn our rifle line and point it
due north so we can make more
efficient use of the property we
currently occupy and end up with a
300 meter (330 yard) target line.

We have just received word from
the Project Manager at IAC that
our presentation scored the 2™
highest and will be going for a full

board vote in November with a
review committee
recommendation that it be
funded. Project estimates have
come in at $75,000 with the IAC
grant covering $50,000 and the
balance to be provided by the
club in the form of money,
donated materials and donated
labor.

We have recently received a
letter signed by all three of our
County Commissioners
supporting our immediate project
and long term lease.
Commissioner Patty Lent, with
strong support from Jan Angel,
has taken the lead on this and
visited the range last month.

We have received a copy of a
letter sent from the Department of
Natural Resources (DNR) Land
Manager, Lori Price to the IAC
stating that they are negotiating in
good faith with KRRC for a 10 to
15 year lease. We have also met
with Director Cris Gears and
Open Space Coordinator Joseph
Coppo from the County Parks and
Recreation Department and have
their commitment to support our
immediate plans and meet with us
concerning long range plans for
the property.

We now need the assistance of
a civil engineer to help us finalize
our plans, so if you are capable of
helping in this area, PLEASE
contact the club.

Special thanks to April Borbon
for the accomplishing the lion’s
share of the work for this project.
Also to Jeremy McMahan, Lee
Swoboda and Brad Smith for all
their hard work and a highly
successful presentation and
assistance with negotiations with
the State and County.

We have been working with
Olympic College in an effort to get
a Navy contract for small arms
training that will provide much
needed income for the county, the

college and the Club.

Special thanks to Marty
Schroeder for all the color we have
had at the range this year as she
provided all the flowers as well as
the care throughout our very dry
summer. We've long needed a
woman'’s touch around the range!

Vote on Bylaws Change at the November Meeting

At a previous club meeting, by majority vote of the membership present,
the following bylaw change was approved in order to recognize our open
to the public status (a requirement of IAC for our construction grant and
DNR for a discount or credit on our lease) and is now published in the
newsletter and will be voted on at the next club meeting. It must pass by
a 2/3 majority at the next club meeting to be finally adopted.

Under B.1. the second sentence is to be stricken and replaced with the
following language:

"The member will then encourage the guest to join, or seek access only
when a Club approved Range Officer is scheduled to be on duty"

In the Appendix under GENERAL RULES, the sixth item down will be
Changed to read:

"KRRC ranges are open to the public when a Club approved Range
Officer is scheduled to be on duty. When no Range Officer is on duty, the
KRRC facilities are for the use of Club members only. Members are
welcome to bring one or more guests who might be interested in joining
the Club to look over the ranges and fire a few rounds under the
members immediate supervision. The guests would, of course, join the
Club and complete the KRRC Safety Briefing and Range Orientation if
they desired further access to the facilities without a Range Officer
present.”

The Club is developing a
guest policy for the membership.
