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It’s Finally Here!!!  

     The new gate is finally installed and at this writing, we are finishing the final 
hook-up between the gate and the computer.  At the time you receive this       
newsletter, it should be finished and fully functional. It is, at the least, VERY close 
to being ready to use.  Those who have paid for their gate cards will be able to pick 
them up as soon as we have tested and confirmed that the system is 100%             
operational.  

     Once the notification goes out, we will wait one week before we pull the old 
gate and commit to the new one.  Once that happens, if you have not paid for and 
picked up your gate card, you will only have access if a Range Officer is on duty.  
Gate cards can be picked up anytime a Range Officer is on duty and the cost for a 
gate card is $10. 

     The KRRC Executive Board would like to sincerely thank all of the members 
who gave generously to this project.  Without your help, this new gate would not be 
here.  It is projects like this, where members give of their money, skills and time, 
that really highlight how much a group of determined people can do. 

     Once the gate becomes operational, there will be no more getting out of your 
car, in the rain and fumbling with the padlock to get into the Range.  This new 
proximity card system will allow you to stay in your car, waive the card within a foot 
of the card reader (there is one on each side of the gate) and the gate will open 
automatically.

     The Participation Cards are getting filled fast 
and the dramatically increased participation has 
been a welcome relief.

High-Power Service Rifle/CMP 
 

     The High-Power Service Rifle competition returns to KRRC with an initial clinic and match on 
March 18th.

Shooting 
will start about 10:00am.  There will be a couple of loaner rifles available with a charge for          
ammunition, so call if you need to borrow a rifle.  This match will satisfy the requirements to        
purchase a CMP     firearm, and there are many M1 Carbines becoming available soon.  The cost 
for the clinic and match is $15. 
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Fun Steel Matches Fun For All 
 

     For people from 8 to 80, Fun Steel is a great activity!  Handguns from 22 to 45 caliber, steel    
reactive  targets, a timer, and lots of friends makes Fun Steel one of the greatest games to play.  
The cost is only $5 per gun and you can shoot up to 3 guns.  A typical match requires 150 rounds of 
ammo per gun...IF you don’t miss. (I would bring 200+ per gun).  Keep in mind that if you’ve never 
shot a Fun Steel match before, we will punch out one of your participation credits for completing 
your first match.  If you bring a non-member guest that has never shot the game before, we will give 
you a punch for each new shooter that completes their fist match.   

     Our match coordinators and volunteers are here to make sure everyone has a good time and that 
you understand everything about the match before you start.  Even if you have never shot          
competitively before, this is an excellent first experience with competitive shooting.  Rules are      
explained before the match starts and there are always a lot of experts around to give you guidance 
and help.  All of this takes place on the second Saturday of each month at 9am and all are welcome 
to participate.

     Action shooting is exciting and best enjoyed at full speed.  This is the fastest growing sport at 
KRRC and you are cordially invited to come see what the excitement is all about.  Can you hit a 
moving target?

     Courses of fire run from approximately 12 to 24 rounds (plus or minus a few).   There are        
divisions for revolvers, production guns, single stack 1911’s, and of course the upper end, limited 
and open class firearms.  Our regular matches are held on the first Saturday of each month.  The 
cost is $20 per match, although we will knock off $5 if you show up Friday and help set-up.  We do 
safety briefings for this game on most Tuesdays at 6pm (this costs a one-time fee of $10), which  
includes your first match entry and a blue card for your badge so you may access the action     
shooting bays without a Range Officer present.    

     After the Safety Briefing is completed it’s time to get moving!  Our creative director and            
volunteers put together challenging stages to test your skill, agility and accuracy.  Like all of our   
programs, new competitors and those who have never shot competitively before are always        
welcome.  Once you decide that this is a great sport, the sky is the limit for how far you can go in this 
sport.  We host several 3-gun matches each year, including our annual fundraiser, the Courage 
Classic, which draws some of the best shooters in the state.  Various action shooting programs will 
also allow you to compete at the state, regional and national levels for those who love the thrill and 
challenge of competition.
